· Design and Technology is essentially a flexible and adaptable subject. This could place it at a disadvantage when planning for its provision alongside the relatively solid and more established core subjects of maths and science.

· Teachers who lack experience and subject knowledge might not be sufficiently strong subject advocates to ensure the coherence of children’s DT experiences.  

· Care should be taken when attempting to link or combine DT to other subjects to make sure the DT experience is not fragmented.

· New materials from the Design and Technology Association showing methods of mapping new units of work, based on clearly identified learning objectives will soon be available.
