	WHAT ‘Communicating Intentions’ MEANS TO PUPILS

· Verbally explaining an idea or concept to a teacher.

· Verbally explaining an idea or concept to a fellow student.

· Evaluating and annotating their designs

· Making models to help clarify their ideas

· Use drawings to explain their ideas

· Planning their work

· Using computers to help explain their ideas

· Using computers to help produce drawings




	WAYS INTO ‘Communicating Intentions’ WITH PUPILS

In Key Stage 1 and 2

· asking pupils to explain their ideas

· teacher lead group discussions

· pupil lead group discussions

· individual discussions

· displays

· paired work

· sequencing activities

· use of tape recorders

· simple drawing programs

· photocopy other ideas and improve on them

· diagrams with missing labels to fill in

· layout pages to help focus pupils

In Key Stage 3 and 4

· asking students to explain their ideas

· teacher lead group discussions

· student lead group discussions

· individual discussions

· displays

· sequencing activities

· layout pages to help focus students with learning difficulties

· Using ICT

· Computer Aided Design packages



	

	MAKING ‘Communicating Intentions’ ACCESSIBLE TO:

Pupils who are gifted or talented

In Key Stage 1 and 2

· simple drawing packages

· Vary layout page to allow more choice

In Key Stage 3 and 4

· Computer Aided Design packages

Pupils who find the task difficult

In Key Stage 1 and 2

· layout pages to help focus pupils

· word lists

· give sequence of events

· more direction

· small achievable steps

In Key Stage 3 and 4

· layout pages to help focus pupils

· word lists and prompt sheets

· list of questions

· give sequence of events

· more direction



Clearly the range of materials that pupils can design and make with in D&T is varied. In most cases the way in which they ‘COMMUNICATE THEIR INTENTIONS’ will be generic. However in a few specific instances it may vary from material to material. This grid exemplifies any differences that there might be for this design sub skill.
